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PUPPY CLASS

If you have not yet signed up for the next puppy
class, which starts Thursday, January 10th at
6:30 pm, now is the time to do it. There is a
maximum class size of 10 students and this
class is filling up very quickly. In this class we
will begin each hour with some play with the
other dogs in class, which is very important to
your dog’s social development. Then we will
work for approximately ¥2 hour and will end the
hour with more play so the puppy remembers
the class as a good time and will be excited to
come back the next week. During the course
of the 6 week class we will work on the basic
commands: sit, down, stay, heel and come. In
each class we will work with each other’s dogs,
which is also a good learning step for your dog.
It is important for them to learn to be handled
by others. Even if you have begun the learning
process with in home training and your dog is
doing well with these commands, the class is a
very good idea, as you will now be requiring
him/her to perform in a more public environ-
ment which will certainly add more challenge

of class, you should plan to bring your dog,
treats, a 4’ or 6’ fixed length leash and either a
check or cash for $150 for the 6 week session.

TIPS

As now is the time to be baking and sharing
holiday spirit of all types with family and friends,
remember that many of the things we enjoy as
tasty treats or beautiful holiday traditions are in
fact, harmful to your pets. Chocolate, so com-
monly used in holiday baking, is one of the
biggest food items to be aware of due to its
toxic effects on animals. Also watch for raisins,
grapes and onions, as these items contain
elements that can be toxic to animals and quite
harmful.

Another harmful beauty is the poinsettia, which
IS poisonous to dogs and cats. Please keep
them out of reach of your four-legged friends.
We all know that some dogs will eat just about
anything, and who hasn’t encountered a plant
chewing cat? If you suspect that your dog or
cat has eaten anything you think might be
harmful, immediately contact your veterinarian
and get them there as soon as possible. Do not
waste time, as this could cost you your dog or
cat in the long run. Your veterinarian may
instruct you to induce vomiting in your pet,
depending on how long it has been since they
ate the offending item. We want to see all your
pets make it safely into the new year.
